Since Club Visioning was introduced to Australia and New Zealand in Nov-Dec 1998, a majority of Australian and New Zealand Dis-
tricts have adopted the program as a valuable way to introduce individual clubs to strategic planning. President Ray Klinginsmith has
placed the need for Rotary clubs to develop their own long range plans as a high priority. Club Visioning assists a club to develop its
own Vision, one that can be consistent with the pl andtelff RO
needs of their local community. Each club that wishes to participate can invite a team of three or four trained facilitators to assist the
members through a structured process that develops the clubs vision and future direction, with consensus of the club members. The
immediate benefit is usually an uplift of morale and enthusiasm in the club, as members feel they are improving communication and
moving in the same direction.

The Rotary club of Blacktown City has
found one partner club in our district and
with the Rotary Club of Granville has
secured the land to establish a Market
Garden for the Orphanage by paying a
deposit.

We are seeking additional partners to
finalise the purchase of and fence the
land. The amount needed is US$19,000
(A$22,850) then the Rotary Club of

Blacktown City will apply for a TRF

matching grant to establish a Market Gar-
den for the Orphanage to feed and pro-
vide funds to provide for the health and
education of the 68 Monrovian ex-child
soldiers and war orphans who live there.

The added bonus, of course, is that the
children will also learn how to grow-their
-own food which will help them when
they have to leave the orphanage at 18
years of age

Our appeal is for the welfare of the chil-
dren; please consider partnering with
Granville and Blacktown City to make
this dream real.

We need to raise $1 million to purchase the cell sorter, which will contribute to research to find treatments and cures for patients with a range of
chronic and fatal diseases including cancer, diabetes, leukaemia, HIV, kidney disease and liver disease. Recently a letter and a DVD on the cell
sorter was distributed to all Presidents of Rotary Clubs in District 1960, and other districts and Lions Clubs as well, however unfortunately the
response was poor.

The new cell sorter will be shared by more than 900 researchers from more than 30 research and clinical groups. Importantly
there is currently no alternative cell sorter west of Camperdown. The new sorter will therefore be used by researchers from
West mead Millennium Institute, Westmead Hospital, th
as the hospitals and research centres from the Greater Western Sydney. Replacement of this machine is crucial to a wide rang-
ing body of research.
